Accenture Partnership

In order to increase the university student's confidence, skills and
employability, Indian Futures partners with Accenture to provide a
Mentoring Programme, which they complete during their studies.

To mark the beginning of the academic year and present the
Mentoring Programme to our students, Indian Futures and
Accenture organise a yearly Sponsorship Day Event in
Vedanthangal, a rural area some 80kms from Chennai,
where most of the students live.

The programme is divided into 4 modules:

Tactical English Speaking
Personal Development

IT and CV Writing
Careers Advice

The modules are taught online, with each student's progress being
assessed. They will then meet together tor a prize-giving ceremony
to celebrate their hard work and achievements.
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Last year, the English Assessment showed an increase between 40-
80% in the students’ level of English since the start of the course.
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
